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Items Discussed:

Center for students with disabilities should manage the issues regarding these students and establish the guidelines regarding the accommodations
Up to the these students to self identify

All students should be able to achieve the program outcomes to graduate. Some colleges have their students sign contract stating that the nature of the modifications and the accommodations they are receiving, might prevent them from graduating

Assessment can be done orally as opposed to written Check your institutional policies regarding accommodations that are given to IEP
Give students twice the time to answer a question but ask them to answer the question twice

Must get student permission to give references

Teachers are not obliged to give a reference ; they can say that they are not comfortable providing a reference 
Help students to accept and deal with their learning barriers by explaining what your own learning barriers are; help them understand that they can’t ignore it
Recommendations/Action to be Taken:

Balance out your assessment by insuring that the different levels of cognitive taxonomy are covered; this helps to evaluate the students’ learning abilities
Consult the institutional professionals in order to provide the proper accommodations
