Accommodations & Strategies 

Math Challenges:

Offered as a separate category since there are students who have problems with math, not in terms of visual-spatial difficulties or language processing, but simply with managing the numbers and concepts. (Although students with non-verbal LDs do have trouble with math, they are a very specific group and do not cover all math disabilities.)

Academic Strategies

Pinpoint area of specific area of disability

Use of hands-on materials to work through problems

Self-talk

Sequential steps analysis

Calculator/ math software (e.g. scientific notebooks)

Colour code parts of math equations symbols
