Accommodations and Strategies 

Non-Verbal Learning Disability:

Problems with visual-spatial and other non-language based tasks.

Examples could include:

-Difficulty with visualizing things

-Understanding large amounts of written information including charts or graphs

-Difficulties with social skills

-Often has problems in math (although some students with math challenges do not meet the more general criteria for a non-verbal learning disability).

Academic Strategies

Use of  mnemonics and chunking information management systems

Break down the information into small parts and work towards looking at the big picture or putting it all together later

Develop skill of doing tasks in sequential order

Try to change visual information to a verbal format

Peer tutoring

Clear guidance for social cues, maybe with a peer mentor

For problem solving, look at examples that have been worked out
